What If You Had 7 days to live?

Conclusion of the Matter
•What if today is your last day?
▫1 Thessalonians 5:1-7, “the day of the Lord so 

comes as a thief in the night. For when they say, 

“Peace and safety!” then sudden destruction 

comes upon them, as labor pains upon a 

pregnant woman. And they shall not escape. But 

you, brethren, are not in darkness, so that this 

Day should overtake you as a thief. You are all 

sons of light and sons of the day. We are not of 

the night nor of darkness. Therefore                             

let us not sleep, as others do, but let                           

us watch and be sober.”



Conclusion of the Matter
•Question is, “Are You Ready?”
▫Revelation 20:12-14, “I saw the dead, small and 
great, standing before God, and books were 
opened. And another book was opened, which 
is the Book of Life. And the dead were judged 
according to their works, by the things which 
were written in the books. The sea gave up the 
dead who were in it, and Death and Hades 
delivered up the dead who were in them. And 
they were judged, each one according to his 
works. Then Death and Hades were cast into   
the lake of fire. This is the second death.
And anyone not found written in the                     
Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire”.
