» Philistines had a champion, GOLIATH
8-10 foot tall
Coat of metal weighing150 Ibs
Staff, like a weaver’s beam
Head of spear weighing 20 lbs

» Goliath same message from the hilltop
40 Days in a row
Morning and evening



1 Samuel 17:8-10 I

» “Why have you come out to line up for
battle? Am | not a Philistine, and you the
servants of Saul? Choose a man for
yourselves, and let him come down to
me. If he is able to fight with me and Kkill
me, then we will be your servants. But if |
prevail against him and kill |~

him, then you shall be our
servants and serve us...

I defy the armies of Israel
this day; give me a man,
that we may fight together.”

» Vs. 23-26, David Learns of Goliath

# 2, Stand against those who defy God
Acts 2:14-36; Acts 4:20, Acts 7, etc., etc.

» Vs, 27-30, David deals with defeatism

# 3, Defend the cause,
first, all else second

Matthew 10:37; Luke 6:22

» Vs. 31-37, David’s makes the news
# 4, Reputations travel, good/bad
Matthew 5:16; Matthew 5:37; 1 Timothy 1:4

# 5, No limits to serving God
Acts 9:15, Galatians, 1:9-10

» Vs. 38-39, Saul prepares David for Battle
# 6, Outside influences
may not properly prepare
us for battle!
Matthew 16:23; Galatians 5:19-21

# 9, Evil will always be
defeated with God’s help
