“The Principle of Selection
e Apostles were to be selective 6 &
= Preach to those willing to listen

« Vs. 10, “In what place so ever ye enter into an
house, there abide till ye depart from that place.”

« Shake the dust off when they refuse to listen

« Vs. 11, “whosoever shall not receive you, when ye
depart thence, shake off the dust under your feet
for a testimony against them.”

=« Warning to those refusing to listen

« Vs. 11b, “Verily I say unto you, It shall be more
tolerable fro Sodom and Gomorrha in the day of /&
judgment, than for that city.” |

wApplication Today
= Preach the gospel to every creature, Miark 16:16

=« If not interested, move on... DON’T QUIT
= Not obligated to keep trying, but there is a limit

= Plan Your Work & Work Your Plan
= Doing nothing is SIN
=« Make a contact list
= Invite to: Church, Bible study, Coffee, Functions
« Tracts: Mail, Bills, Doctor, Lawyer, Post Office, etc.

« Avoid men'’s ideas, and teach only God’s word
